BACKGROUND

The Energy Conservation Act, 2001 has come into force with effect from 1st March 2002 and it has been promulgated with a view to provide the necessary thrust to the Energy Conservation Movement in India.  In order to have a structured approach to Energy Management in industry, the Act proposes certified Energy Managers to occupy an important position in industry and it has been decided that the necessary qualification for Energy Manager would be passing of a National Level Examination to be conducted under the aegis of Bureau of Energy Efficiency (BEE). The Energy Manager will have certain mandatory duties and responsibilities that have been prescribed in the Act. The Energy Manager is expected to develop an Energy Management action plan for the industry and would play a key role in the formulation of corporate energy policy.  The Energy Manager should be aware of the various energy conservation options in both thermal equipment/utilities and electrical systems.  He/she is also to furnish information relating energy consumption of the industry to the BEE as well as State level designated agencies as required under the Act.

In order to make the industries aware of the new regulations and to prepare them for meeting the requirements of the Act, BEE is organizing a series of awareness training programmes through out the country for the benefit of the industries.
