CHAPTER I

 PRELIMINARY

No. 02/11(7)/05-BEE – The following draft of certain regulations, which the Bureau proposes to make with the previous approval of the Central Government in exercise of the powers conferred by Section 58 of the Energy Conservation Act, 2001 (52 of 2001), is hereby published as required vide sub-section (1) of Section 58 of the said Act, for the information of all persons likely to the affected thereby and notice is hereby given that said draft will be taken into consideration on or after the expiry of a period of forty five days from the date of publication of this notification in the Official Gazette.

Any objection or suggestion which may be received with respect to the said draft before the period of forty five days shall be considered by the Bureau.

Short title and commencement- (1)
These Regulations may be called the Bureau of Energy Efficiency (qualifications for accredited energy auditors and maintenance of their list) Regulations, 2007. 
(2) They shall come into force on the date of their final publication in the official Gazette.

2.
Definitions - (1) In these Regulations, unless the context otherwise requires:-

a) “Act” means the Energy Conservation Act, 2001;
b) “Agency” means the National Agency notified by the Bureau for holding National Examination for Certification of Energy Auditors’ under these Regulations;
c) “Certified Energy Auditor” means a person who has been issued a certificate under regulation 16 of these Regulations.
d) “Committee” means a committee set up by the Bureau under sub regulation (1) of regulation 34 of these Regulations to advise the Bureau on matters relating to accreditation and certification of energy auditors;
e) Firm “means a business concern approved by the Bureau to practice as an accredited energy auditor under the Act and include a company or an association or body of individuals registered or incorporated.”
f) “List” means a list of accredited energy auditors maintained by the Bureau under regulation 7 of these regulations;
g) “National Examination” means the examination conducted under regulation 22 of these regulations for certification of energy auditors;
h) “specified” means specified under these regulations;
i) “prescribed” means prescribed by the Bureau;
j) “Procedure” means the procedure established by the Bureau for accreditation and certification of energy auditors;
k) “Secretary” means the secretary of the Bureau appointed under sub-section (2) of section 9 of the Act;
l) “Prospectus” means a document containing scheme and modalities for the conduct of National Examination for certification of energy auditors, including eligibility criteria for appearing in such examination, syllabus, prescribed fee and application form.
m) “Register” means the register of certified energy auditors certified by the Bureau and maintained by the Bureau under regulation 17 of these regulations. 
(2)
Words and expressions used hereunder but not defined shall have the meanings respectively assigned to them in the Act. 
CHAPTER II

QUALIFICATIONS FOR ACCREDITATION OF ENERGY AUDITORS

3.
An energy auditor shall be qualified to become an accredited energy auditor if, to the satisfaction of the Bureau, he 

a)
has completed at least 8 detailed energy audit studies in any industrial unit or establishment in an individual capacity or as an associate or as an active team member of an energy audit firm.
b)
has been conducting energy audits for a period of at-least 3 years on the date of submission of application to Bureau for award of accreditation, and
c)
is equipped with the energy auditing instruments as prescribed by the Bureau from time to time.  

4.
Certificate of Accreditation

(1) 
An applicant who fulfils the qualifications prescribed under clauses (a) to (c) of regulation 3 of these regulations may apply to the Bureau for a certificate of accreditation in the appropriate form (Form 1 of Schedule B) accompanied by – 

a)
copies of the self attested 

(i)
certificate of certified energy auditor issued by the Bureau; 



(ii)
certificate of experience

(iii)
income- tax returns for the last 3 years:

b)
details of 8 reports of detailed energy audit studies of industrial units or establishments undertaken by him in an individual capacity or as an associate or as an active member of an energy audit team, during the last 3 years on the date of submission of application along with 2 copies each of two reports of detailed energy audit undertaken by him either as a leader or as an active member of an energy audit team alongwith at least one feedback received from the concerned industrial units or establishments. 
c) 
any other details prescribed by the Bureau, pertaining to the business of energy auditing undertaken by him during the last 3 years; and 

d)
application processing fee as prescribed by the Bureau from time to time.
(2)    An applicant referred to in sub-regulation (1) above, who wishes to practise  as an accredited energy auditor in the trade name or firm name shall seek the  approval of the Bureau to use such a name, accompanied by-

a) 
the details of the name of firm along with the professional address; 

b) 
documents in support of registration or incorporation of such firm, as the case may be. 

c) 
list of energy audit staff employed along with curriculum vitae and profiles; 

d)
self attested copies of certificates of accredited energy auditor or certified energy auditor; and

e)
such other information or details which the Bureau  may require for assessment  of their institutional and energy audit competencies.
(3)
Where an existing firm wishes to practise as an accredited energy auditor in its name, it shall-

a)  
set up an independent  energy audit division under an accredited energy auditor in its jurisdiction with a well defined oversight process to ensure that the firm is able to undertake energy audit in a consistent manner in an attempt to minimize the transaction cost and inconvenience to clients; 

b) 
submit an application  to the Bureau in the prescribed form (Form 1 of Schedule B) for approval to practice as  accredited energy auditor in such a name accompanied by documents specified in clauses (a) to (e) of sub-regulation (2) above;

(4)
No firm referred to in sub- regulation (2) and sub-regulation   (3) above   shall be accorded approval to practice as an accredited energy auditor in its name, unless- 

a) 
it has been duly registered or incorporated to practice as an accredited energy auditor.           

b) 
it has a minimum of one certified energy auditor or 50% of the energy auditing staff rounded of to the next whole number, comprises of certified energy auditors, whichever is higher, employed in such a firm.

c)
it meets such other conditions as are prescribed by the Bureau from time to time

(5) 
The certificate of accreditation shall be issued by the Bureau in the appropriate form (Form 2 of Schedule B) only on the recommendation of the Accreditation Committee.  

(6)
The Accreditation Committee shall not recommend the issue of certificate of accreditation unless the committee on evaluation is satisfied that the applicant:


a)
fulfills the qualifications prescribed in regulation 3 of these regulations;

b)
has the energy audit expertise, capacity and  experience, to undertake energy audit in any industrial unit or establishment.  

(7)
The evaluation shall    include assessment of the following:

a)
Institutional Competencies: This shall include assessment of – 

i.
Institutional and experience issues - 


-
the energy audit experience of the concerned applicant;


-
strength of his office, number of full-time energy auditors on rolls, part time energy auditors, consultants; experience and academic profile of the resource person involved in the energy audit / related areas; number of energy audit conducted during a specified time frame; number of sectors in which the detailed energy audit studies have been made; subject wise expertise – process, thermal utility and electrical utility; no. of branch-offices;

ii.
Availability of instruments considered necessary for undertaking energy audit from time to time and expertise to use them. 

iii.
System of work 

iv.
Financial status 

v.
Management skills/ training experience/ conduct of training programme/ seminars/ workshops attended/ participated for obtaining or dissemination of knowledge during the specified period. 

b)
Energy Audit Competencies : This shall include assessment of – 

i.
quality of field studies-observations and probing skills, collection and generation of data, depth of technical knowledge and analytical abilities;

ii.
expertise in process, thermal utility and electrical utility systems; 

iii.
quality of recommendations generic and housekeeping recommendation; technical and technological related recommendations cost benefit analysis, back up calculations; 

iv.
action plan/ vendor information; programme implementation of recommendations; and

v.
quality of report writing – flow of report and structure; executive summary; introduction of plant; section wise presentation; and section wise recommendations.

(8)
The Accreditation  Committee may ask the applicant to make a presentation before it about the work done in the field of energy auditing and experience, institutional competencies and energy audit competencies and such other information, and material as the Accreditation Committee may consider necessary for the purpose of making assessment of institutional and energy audit competencies before making recommendation for accreditation, which shall be based on evaluation and weightage criteria prescribed by the Bureau.

(9)
On the acceptance of the recommendation of the Accreditation Committee, the Bureau shall issue a certificate of accreditation in the appropriate form (Form 2 of Schedule  B) on payment of prescribed accreditation fee and notify the same.

(10)
The Bureau may, at its discretion, refuse to accreditate a particular name of a firm, if 

a)
the same or similar or nearly similar name is already used by an accredited energy auditor in practice or a firm or a company or an association of such accredited energy auditor and same the same has been entered in the list of accredited energy auditors maintained by the Bureau; or 

b)
that name in the opinion of the Bureau is undesirable because such name-


i.
is the name of a god/ goddess/ deity


ii.
smacks of  publicity and is indicative of relationship which do not 
reflect the intent of the business; or 

iii.
is coined or adopted to take advantage of the existing business or business house not related to the firm or company or association whether incorporated or not. 

5.
Conditions to practice as accredited energy auditors 

(1)
A certificate of accreditation issued by the Bureau under sub regulation (9) of regulation 4 of these regulations, shall entitle the recipient to practice as an accredited energy auditor to undertake energy audit under the Act. 

(2)
No accredited energy auditor shall practice  under a trade or a firm name which has not been approved by the Bureau under sub-regulation (9) above. 

6.
Temporary accreditation

Pending notification of these regulations in the official gazette, the Bureau may accord temporary accreditation to persons or firms in the business of energy audit to practice as energy auditor for a prescribed period by the Bureau 

Provided that such accreditation shall remain in force for such period for which it has been accorded or 3 years from the date of coming into force of these regulations, whichever is earlier.

CHAPTER-III
PROCEDURE FOR ACCREDITATION OF ENERGY AUDITORS AND 

MAINTENANCE OF THE LIST OF ACCREDITED ENERGY AUDITORS

7.
List of Accredited Energy Auditors
(1)
The Bureau shall maintain a list of accredited energy auditors in the prescribed form (Form 3 of Schedule B). 

(2)
The Bureau shall cause to be published a first list of accredited energy auditors as soon as it is finalized.  Thereafter, the list shall be updated and published regularly and uploaded on the Bureau’s official web-site on a date fixed by the Bureau.

(3)
Every accredited energy auditor shall submit to the Bureau on a date fixed by the Bureau once in a calendar year the information regarding changes with respect to the original application submitted for accreditation for the purpose of updating the list.   

(4)
A copy of the updated list of Accredited Energy Auditors shall be sent to the designated agencies of the States every year on a day appointed by the Bureau.

(5)
Every accredited energy auditor, pay such accreditation fee, as the Bureau may prescribe from time to time.

8. 
Entry of names in the list – (1) An accredited energy auditor on issue of a certificate of accreditation, shall be entitled to have his name entered in the list of accredited energy auditors maintained by the Bureau.
(2)
The accredited energy auditor together with the trade name or firm name approved for   use by him for practice shall, within one month of approval of the name or commencement of practice as accredited energy auditor, whichever is earlier, supply to the Bureau, in the appropriate form ( Form 3 of Schedule B), particulars alongwith their professional addresses.

(3)
The Bureau may refuse to enter in the list the names of accredited energy auditors which have not been approved in sub-regulation (9) of regulation 4 of these regulations. 

(4) 
Every accredited energy auditor shall be entitled to have an updated copy of the list on payment of prescribed fee. 

9.
Validity of the Accreditation – (1) Accreditation shall be valid for a period of three years unless it is cancelled under regulation 10 of these regulations.  

a) It shall be renewed every time for a like period on the recommendation of the Accreditation Committee.

b) The application for renewal of Accreditation shall be submitted to the Bureau in the appropriate form [Form 1 of Schedule B] at least 8 months before the expiry of the accreditation to enable the Bureau to commence the process of evaluation for renewal of the accreditation in terms of sub- regulation (6) below.

c) The Accreditation Committee shall not recommend the renewal of accreditation unless the committee on evaluation is satisfied that  - 

(i) 
the applicant  continues to possess the institutional and energy auditing competencies; and 

(ii)
there is no proved complaint against him with regard to compliance of Energy Conservation Act, 2001 and Rules and Regulations framed there  under.

(iii)
the processing and accreditation fees as prescribed by the Bureau has been paid..

d) On the acceptance of the recommendation of the Accreditation Committee the Bureau shall issue a fresh certificate of accreditation in the appropriate form (Form 2 of schedule B) and notify the same.

(2)
a)
The Bureau shall commence the process of evaluation for renewal of 
accreditation six months before the expiry of the accreditation and complete 
the process before the date of expiry of the accreditation. 

b)  
Where the Bureau, for any reason fails to complete the process of renewal                before the expiry of accreditation, the period of accreditation shall stand extended until the process of renewal is completed.

10.
Cancellation of Accreditation

(1)
A certificate of accreditation issued shall be cancelled for any of the following disabilities when:-

a)
the person fails to maintain the qualification criteria for accreditation as per regulation 3 of these regulations for the period  exceeding 6 months continuously ;or 
b)
where the firm or the company or the association accredited to practice as an accredited energy auditor has split or dissolved for any reasons; or

c)
the Bureau is satisfied, after giving an opportunity of being heard to the person’s concerned, that such accreditation was issued on the basis of incorrect, misleading or false information, or by mistake, or inadvertence; or

d)
fails to pay the accreditation fee or processing fee as case may be.
e)
when the person fails to undertake energy audit of an industrial unit or establishment notified as designated consumers under the Act in accordance  with BEE (manners and interval of time for conduct of Energy Audit)  Regulation, 2007  or fails to  comply with the provisions of the Energy Conservation Act or the Rules and Regulations framed thereunder; or

f)
fails to furnish the information to the Bureau or  the designated agencies in terms of sub regulation (1) of  regulation 42 of these Regulation ; or 

g)
 fails to  submit to the Bureau or the state designated agencies  the summary of the results of the energy audit of an industrial unit or establishment for which it has undertaken the energy audit in the prescribed format in compliance of the provisions contained in BEE (manner & intervals of time for conduct of energy audit)  Regulation, 2007.

h)
an authorization is granted to an individual or group of individuals or a firm, not eligible to become an accredited energy auditor, to undertake energy audit under the Act to circumvent the Act or the rules or regulations framed under the Act. 
(2)
The Bureau may remove from the list the name of any accredited energy auditor-


a)
who has ceased to practice as an energy auditor; or


b)
from whom a request has been received to that effect; or 

c)
in respect of whom an order to that effect has been passed under the Act, or the in respect of whom certificate of accreditation has been cancelled; or 

d)
who is found to have been subject at the time when his name was entered 
in the list or who at any time thereafter has become subject, to any of the disabilities mentioned below:-

e) when the person is found, on enquiry, to have been guilty of professional or other misconduct; or

f) when the person is guilty of any other act or omission, as may be specified by the Bureau in this behalf, by notification, in the official gazette.
(3)
The cancellation of an accreditation shall be effective from the date from which the order has been passed.  The name of such person shall also be removed from the list.

Provided that an accredited energy auditor whose name has been removed from the list for a specified period shall not be entitled to have his name re-entered in the list until the expiry of such period.

(4)
The removal of the name from the list shall be notified by the Bureau.

11.
Restoration of accreditation
(1)
The Bureau may, on an application in the appropriate Form (Form 4 of Schedule B), received in this behalf from a person whose name has been removed from the list restore its name, if it is otherwise eligible to such accreditation, on his paying before such restoration the restoration fee when its name is restored.

(2)
The restoration fee shall be such as may prescribed by the Bureau.

CHAPTER IV

MISCONDUCT AND ITS ENQUIRY

12.
Misconduct – (1)
For the purpose of these regulations, an accredited energy auditor in practice shall be deemed to be guilty of professional misconduct, if he:-


a)
discloses information acquired in the course of his professional engagement to any person other than its client, without the consent of its client or otherwise than as required by any law for the time being in force.


b)
certifies or submits in its name a report of an examination of statements required in the course of energy audit of an industrial unit or establishment or Government organization unless the examination of such statements and the related records has been made by him or by a partner or an associate or an employee under him or by another energy auditor in practice, working for him.


c)
permits his name to be used in connection with an estimate of energy savings contingent upon future action in a manner which may lead to the belief that he vouches for the accuracy of the forecast.


d)
fails to disclose a material fact known to him in the energy audit report, disclosure of which is necessary to make the said report not misleading;


e)
fails to report a material miss-statement known to him, in the audit report with which he is concerned, in a professional capacity.


f)
is grossly negligent in the conduct of his professional duties;


g)
includes in any statement, return, or form to be submitted to the Bureau or Designated Agency any particulars knowing them to be false;


h)
fails to obtain sufficient information to warrant the expression of an opinion or exceptions which are sufficiently material to negate the expression of an opinion or exceptions;

Explanation: Any reference made to a   firm shall be deemed to be applicable to an accredited or certified Energy Auditors, to partners, or employees of such firm or consultants to such firm.  When the firm is held guilty of professional misconduct, the accredited or certified Energy Auditors who are partners or employees or consultants to such firm and are acting on behalf of such firm and are responsible for making contribution to the occurrence of such guilt, shall also be deemed to be responsible for such professional misconduct. 

(2)
An accredited energy auditor whether in practice or not, shall be deemed to be guilty of professional misconduct, if he-


a)
contravenes any of the provisions of the Act or the regulations made there under;

b)
is guilty of such other act or omission as may be specified by the Bureau in this behalf, by notification in the official gazette.
(3)
Nothing in this clause or regulation shall limit or abridge the power of the Bureau to enquire into the conduct of an accredited or certified energy auditor under any other circumstances.

13.
Complaints and enquires relating to misconduct of Accredited Energy Auditor

(1)
A complaint against an accredited energy auditor under this sub-regulation shall be examined by the Bureau.  If the examination reveals that such complaint contain the acts and omissions which if proved, would render the person complained against, guilty of professional misconduct, or other misconduct the matter shall be placed before the Disciplinary Committee for further enquiries. Provided that if the subject matter of a complaint is, in the opinion of the Bureau substantially the same as or has been covered by any previous complaint or information received, the Secretary shall file the said complaint without any further action and inform the complainant accordingly.
(2)
A complaint under sub-regulation (1) duly verified in the prescribed form (Form 5 of Schedule B) shall be in triplicate.  Such complaint shall contain the following particulars namely:-

a)
the acts and omission which, if proved, would render the person complained against guilty of professional or other misconduct;

b)
the oral and or documentary evidence relied upon in support of the allegations made in the complaint.

(3)
Every complaint other than a complaint made by or on behalf of the Central or any State Government, shall be accompanied by a prescribed fee which will be forfeited if the Bureau after considering the complaint, comes to the conclusion that no prima facie case is made out; moreover that the complaint made is either a frivolous one or is made with mala fide intention.

(4)
The Secretary shall return a complaint, which is not in the appropriate form or which does not contain the aforesaid particulars, to the complainant for representation after removing the objections thereto and within such time as the Secretary may specify.

(5)
Ordinarily, within thirty days of the receipt of a complaint, the Secretary shall send a copy thereof to the concerned accredited or certified energy auditor or the firm at the professional address as entered in the list with a notice calling upon the firm to disclose the name of the certified energy auditor who is answerable to the charge of misconduct and requiring it to send a copy of the complaint to him.

Explanation – A notice to the firm shall be deemed to be a notice to all the certified energy auditors who are partners or employees or consultants and are working for that firm.

(6)
A person against whom the complaint is made (hereinafter referred to as the Respondent) may, within fourteen days of the service of a copy of the complaint under sub-regulation (5), or within such time as may be extended by the Secretary, forward to the Secretary in triplicate, a written statement in its defense verified in the same manner as the complaint.

(7)
On receipt of the written statement, if any, the Secretary shall send a copy thereof to the Complainant and the Complainant may, within 14 days of the service of a copy of the written statement, or within such time as may be extended by the Secretary, forward to the Secretary, in triplicate, rejoinder on the written statement, duly verified in the same manner as the complaint.

(8)
On receipt of the Complainant’s rejoinder, if any, the Secretary shall send a copy thereof to the Respondent and the Respondent may within 14 days of the service of a copy of the rejoinder, or within such time as may be extended by the Secretary, forward to the Secretary, in triplicate, the rejoinder on the written statement, duly verified in the same manner as the complaint.

(9)
On a perusal of the complaint, the written statement, if any, the Complainant’s rejoinder on the written statement, if any and the Respondent’s comments on the Complainant’s rejoinder, if any, Bureau may call for such additional particulars or documents connected therewith either from the complainant or the Respondent as  may be considered expedient.

(10)
a)
If on a perusal of the complaint, the written statement, if any, the Complainant’s rejoinder to the written statement, if any, and the Respondent’s comments on the Complainant’s rejoinder, if any and other relevant documents, the Bureau prima facie is of opinion that the Respondent is guilty of professional and or other misconduct, the Bureau shall cause an enquiry to be made in the matter by the Disciplinary Committee.


b)
If, on the other hand, the Bureau is prima facie of opinion that the Respondent is not guilty of any professional or other misconduct, the complaint shall be filed and Complainant and the Respondent shall be informed accordingly.

(11)
a)
Any notice issued by the Secretary under this regulation shall be sent to the accredited energy auditor , as the case may be, by registered post with acknowledgement due or such other acceptable mode of communication.


b)
If any such notice is returned un-served with an endorsement to the effect that the addressee had refused to accept the notice, the notice shall be deemed to have been served.


c)
If the notice is returned with an endorsement to the effect that the addressee cannot be found at the address given, the Secretary shall ask the complainant to supply to him the correct address of the accredited energy auditor or his firm.


d)
A fresh notice shall be issued to the accredited energy auditor or the firm at the correct address.

(12)
The provision relating to a notice shall apply `mutatis mutandis’ to a letter.

(13)
Time limit on entertaining complaint or information

Where the Bureau is satisfied that there would be difficulty in securing proper evidence of the alleged misconduct, or where the firm pleads with supporting evidence that it would be difficult for it  to lead evidence to defend itself on account of the time lag, or that changes have taken place rendering the inquiry procedurally inconvenient or difficult, the Bureau may refuse to entertain a complaint or information in respect of misconduct made more than 5 years after the same was alleged to have been committed.

(14)
Procedure in enquiry before the Disciplinary Committee
(1)
It shall be the duty of the Secretary to place before the Disciplinary Committee all the facts brought to his knowledge which are relevant for the purpose of the enquiry by the Disciplinary Committee.

(2)
If the Respondent pleads guilty, the Disciplinary Committee shall record the plea and submit its report to the Bureau.

(3)
The Respondent shall have a right to defend himself before the Disciplinary Committee either in person or through a legal practitioner or any other person  in the business of energy audit.

(4)
Except as otherwise provided in these Regulations, the Disciplinary Committee shall have the power to regulate its procedure in such manner as it considers just and expedient.

(5)
Where during the course of an enquiry there occurs a change in the membership of the Disciplinary Committee for any reason whatsoever, any party to the enquiry may demand that the enquiry be held de-novo and when such a demand is made the Disciplinary Committee may for sufficient cause and for reasons to be recorded in writing, order that enquiry shall be held do-novo.

(15)
Report of the Disciplinary Committee
(1)
The Disciplinary Committee shall submit its Report to the Bureau

(2)
Where the finding of the Disciplinary Committee is that the Respondent is guilty of professional and or other misconduct, a copy of the report of the Disciplinary Committee shall be furnished to the Respondent and he shall be given the opportunity of making a representation in writing to the Bureau.

(3)
The Bureau shall consider the report of the Disciplinary Committee along with the representation in writing of the Respondent, if any, and if, in its opinion, a further enquiry is necessary, shall cause such further enquiry to be made whereupon a further report shall be submitted by the Disciplinary Committee.

(4)
The Bureau shall, on the consideration of the report and the further reports, if any, and the representation in writing of the Respondent, if any, record the findings:

Provided that if the report of the Disciplinary Committee is that the Respondent is not guilty of any professional or other misconduct, the Bureau shall not record its findings contrary to the report of the Disciplinary Committee.

(5)
The finding of the Bureau shall be communicated to the Complainant and the Respondent.

14.
Procedure in a hearing before the Bureau
(1)
If the Bureau in view of its findings, is of opinion that there is a case for passing an order that the accredited energy auditor or any of its partners or employees or consultant working for him has been guilty of a professional or other misconduct, it shall


a)
furnish to the Respondent a copy of its findings; and



b)
give him a notice calling upon him to appear before it on a specified date or if 

he does not wish to be heard in person, to send within a specified time, such 

representation in writing as he may wish to make in connection with the order  

to be passed against it/ him under Regulation 12 of these regulations
(2)
The scope of the hearing or of the representation in writing, as the case may be, shall be restricted to the order to be passed under sub-regulation (1) above..

(3)
The Bureau shall, after hearing the Respondent if he appears in person or after considering the representation, if any, made by him pass any of the following orders namely:-

a)
direct that the proceedings be filed, or dismiss the complaint, as the case may be.

b)
reprimand the accredited energy auditor or certified energy auditor responsible for such guilt.

c)
remove the name of the accredited energy auditor or certified energy auditor from the relevant  list either permanently or for such period, as the Bureau may decide. 

CHAPTER V

PROCEDURE FOR CERTIFICATION OF ENERGY AUDITORS

15.
Qualification for certification of Energy Auditor

(1)
Until any other procedure is established for certification of energy auditor, a person shall qualify himself as certified energy auditor, if he has passed the national examination for certification of energy auditor specified in regulation 22 of these regulations and completed the work experience specified in regulation 24 of these regulations. 
(2)
The Bureau shall notify the names of certified energy auditors.

16.
Issue of Certificate

(1)
On notification of the names of certified energy auditors under these regulations, a certificate in the appropriate form along with an identity card as specified in Form 6 and Form 7 of Schedule-B respectively, shall be issued to the certified energy auditors.

(2)
The issue of certificate to a person under sub-regulation (1) above shall entitle him – 

a) 
to be considered by the designated consumer for appointment or designation as energy manager in-charge of activities for efficient use of energy and its conservation, under clause (l) of Section 14 of the Act.

b)
to be considered for accreditation of energy auditors subject to fulfillment of qualifications prescribed in regulation 3 of these regulations. 

 17.
Register of Certified Energy Auditor
(1)
The Bureau shall maintain a register of Certified Energy Auditors, in the appropriate form (Form 8 of Schedule B).

18.
Validity of the Certificate


Certificate shall be valid until it is cancelled under sub-regulation 19 of these Regulations.  It shall however, require re-validation every five years, which shall be granted, 
subject to 


a)  certified energy auditor attending a short term refresher training course of           

prescribed duration once in every 5 years commencing from the date of award 

of certificate, in an institute or organization approved by Bureau; 

Provided that the Bureau may accord necessary grace period not exceeding one year to the candidate to enable him to attend the refresher training course after the due date of re-validation.

b)
certified energy auditor applying to the Bureau after the completion of 4th year of validity period in the appropriate form (Form 9 of schedule B) for re-validation of his certificate, intimating that he has attended the mandatory refresher training course.

19.
Cancellation of Certificate
(1)
A certificate issued to the certified energy auditor shall be cancelled for 
any of the following disabilities:

a)
when the name of the holder of the certificate is removed from the Register  for the 
following reasons:

(i)

he is dead; 

(ii)

from whom a request has been received to that effect;

(iii)
in respect of whom an order to that effect has been passed under the Act or under these regulations.


b)
when the holder of the certificate incurs any of the following disabilities deemed as unbecoming of Energy Auditor-

(i)
he has failed to attend the mandatory refresher course for re-validation of certification under regulation 18; or 

(ii)
he is or becomes of unsound mind or if so declared by a competent court; 
or

(iii)
when the Bureau is satisfied, after giving an opportunity of being heard to the person concerned, that such certificate was issued on the basis of incorrect, misleading or false information, or false representation or by mistake, or inadvertence; or

(iv)
has been convicted of an offense which in the opinion of the Bureau involves moral turpitude ;or

(v)
when he is found guilty of such other act or omission as may be specified as un-becoming of certified energy auditor by the Bureau in this behalf, by notification in the Gazette of India.

(2)

a)
the cancellation of a certificate shall be effective from the date on which and 

for the period the name of the holder of the certificate is removed from the 

Register;


b)
the date from which the certificate is cancelled shall be communicated to the Certified Energy Auditor through a speaking order;


c)
the removal of the name from the Register shall also be notified

20.
Restoration of Certificate

a)
The Bureau may, on submission of an application in the appropriate form (Form 10 of Schedule B), from a deposed certified energy auditor whose name has been removed from the Register, restore his name, if he is otherwise eligible to such certification on payment of the prescribed restoration fee and submission of requisite information in the appropriate form (Form11 of Schedule B) and necessary orders to effect such restoration has been passed.


b)
The restoration of the name in the Register shall be notified.

21.
Complaints against Certified Energy Auditor

(1)
A complaint made against a certified energy auditor shall be examined by the Bureau.  If the preliminary assessment reveals that such complaint contains the acts and omission which if proved, would render the person complained against, guilty of un-becoming of certified energy auditor as specified in clauses (b) (ii) to (v) of sub-regulation (1) of regulation 19, the matter shall be investigated by the Disciplinary Committee, constituted under sub-regulation (1) of regulation 34 of these regulations;

Provided that if the subject matter of a complaint is, in the opinion of the Bureau substantially the same as has been covered by any previous complaint or information received, the Secretary shall file the said complaint without any further action and inform the complainant accordingly.

(2)
A compliant under sub-regulation (1) of this regulation duly verified in the appropriate form (Form 12 of Schedule B) shall be submitted in triplicate to the Bureau.  Such complaint shall contain the following particulars:

a) the acts and omission which, if proved, would render the person complained against guilty of un-becoming of certified energy auditor;

b) the oral and or documentary evidence relied upon in support of the allegations made in the complaint.

(3)
Every complaint other than a complaint made by or on behalf of the Central or any State Government or any Designated Agency, shall be accompanied by a fee prescribed by the Bureau which will be forfeited if the Bureau after considering the complaint, comes to the conclusion that no prima facie case is made out and moreover that the compliant is either a frivolous one or is made with mala fide intention.

(4)
The Secretary shall return a complaint, which is not in the appropriate form or which does not contain the particulars prescribed in sub-regulation (2) of this regulation, to the complainant for representation after removing the objections thereto and within such time as the Secretary may specify.

(5)
The complaint against a certified energy auditor shall, mutatis mutandis, be investigated in accordance with the procedure defined in regulation 13 of these regulations regarding complaints and enquiries relating to misconduct of accredited energy auditor. 
CHAPTER-VI
NATIONAL EXAMINATION

22.
Conduct of National Examination 

(1)
For the certification of Energy Auditors, National Examination shall be conducted by the Bureau or by an Agency appointed by the Bureau in this behalf in such manner and at such time and places as the Bureau may direct;

Provided that there shall be at least one such examination every calendar year

(2)
Scheme of the National Examination and other particulars shall be announced at least three months in advance before the National Examination dates;

(3)
Medium of the National Examination shall be English;

(4)
If any national examination for certification of energy auditors has been held by the Bureau before the notification of these regulations, it shall be deemed to have been conducted under these regulations. 
23.
Syllabus for the National Examination

(1)
The syllabus for the National Examination shall comprise of four papers – Paper-1 (General Aspects of Energy Management and Energy Audit), Paper-2 (Energy Efficiency in Thermal Utilities), Paper-3 (Energy Efficiency in Electrical Utilities) and Paper-4 (Energy Performance Assessment for Equipment and Utility Systems) as specified in Schedule A of these regulations;
(2)
The Bureau shall review and revise the syllabus as it deems fit to meet the requirements of the designated consumers and to strengthen the profession of energy auditing;

(3)
The Bureau shall suggest the course books and other reference material to cover the prescribed syllabus.

24.
Eligibility criteria for appearing in the National Examination for certification of Energy Auditors

(1)
A person shall be entitled, on payment of a prescribed fee, to appear in the National Examination, if he possesses any of the following qualifications and work experience 

a)
Graduate Engineer (Bachelor of Engineering/Bachelor of Technology) or equivalent, with three years of work experience;

b)
Post Graduate Engineer (Master of Engineering/Master of Technology) or equivalent, with two years of work experience;

c)
Graduate Engineer with Post Graduate degree in Management or equivalent, with two years of work experience;

(2)
A candidate who possesses the requisite qualification but does not possess the requisite work experience shall also be eligible to appear in the National Examination and shall be eligible for award of certificate, on being declared successful in the said examination;

Provided he acquires the requisite work experience within 6 years from the date of his first appearance in the National Examination and submits a proof of having acquired the requisite work experience to the Bureau or Agency. 

25.
Requirement for passing the National Examination
(1)
A registered candidate for the National Examination shall be declared to have passed the national examination if he secures a minimum of 50% marks of the maximum marks in each paper prescribed under the syllabus for the National Examination.
(2)
A registered candidate shall be required to pass the national examination for the certification of energy auditors in six years from the date of registration for national examination in any year. 
 (3) 
A registered candidate, who fails or fails to appear in any one or more papers in his first National Examination, shall be eligible to re-write the same paper(s) in the next five successive National Examinations, by paying prescribed supplementary examination fees.  
(4)
On the basis of his results of the re-written paper(s) the candidate shall be declared to have passed the examination, provided he secures a minimum of 50% marks of the maximum marks in each of the re-written papers 
(5)
In case, the candidate does not secure minimum of 50% marks in the re-written papers in the next five successive National Examinations, he shall be deemed to have failed in the said National Examination.  
(6)
The failed candidate referred to in sub clause (5) shall have the option to apply and register himself as a fresh candidate in subsequent National Examinations.

26.
Application for admission to National Examination
(1)
An application for admission to the National Examination shall be made in a form prescribed in the prospectus. A copy of the prospectus shall be obtained either from the Secretary or the Agency, by payment of a prescribed prospectus-cum-application fee.  

(2)
The prospectus and application form shall also be down loaded from Bureau’s or Agency’s web-sites addresses mentioned in the prospectus.

27.
Registration for the National Examination

(1) 
Registration for the National Examination shall be done on receipt of the duly filled in application form along with the prescribed fee for the National Examination. The application form along with the prescribed fee for the National Examination shall reach the Secretary or the Agency in accordance with the procedure prescribed by the Bureau.  
(2) 
In case the prospectus-cum-application form is downloaded from the web-site, the prospectus-cum-application fee and the examination fee shall also be sent along with the filled in application form.

(3)
Examination registration number shall be allotted on scrutiny of application form and same shall be intimated to the eligible candidates through acknowledgement card.

(4)
Examination instructions along with an admission ticket stating the place, dates and times at which the candidate may present himself for National Examination, shall be sent to each registered candidate at the address given by him in his application, not less than one month before the date of National Examination.  

(5)
Any candidate, who does not receive or loses the admission ticket, shall report to the allotted examination centre with photograph, proof of his identity and documentary evidence of having registered for the National Examination.  Information on the allotted examination centre may be seen at the web-site(s) mentioned in the prospectus.

(6)
The in-charge of the concerned examination centre shall, on satisfying himself about his bona-fides, the documentary evidence, proof of identity and candidates photographs signed at the top, in his presence admit him to the National Examination provisionally. 
(7)
The in-charge of the concerned examination centre shall the record with his recommendations to the controller of examination for necessary action. The controller of examination after verifying the records another documents submitted to him under sub regulation (6) shall decide about the final acceptance of the candidature or otherwise and inform the candidate accordingly. 
28.
Right to refuse admission to National Examination

The Bureau or Agency or a person authorized by the Agency in this behalf may for any sufficient reason to be recorded with at-least one witness, may consider to be reasonable in the circumstances of the case, refuse to admit a candidate to the National Examination or admit him to the said examination subject to such conditions as it or he may consider to be reasonable in the circumstances of the case or may for any sufficient reason to be recorded, refuse a candidate admission to an examination hall or expel him from an examination hall after he has been admitted to it in the usual course. 

29.
Refund and adjustment of Fees
(1)
The fees paid by a candidate who has been admitted to the National Examination, shall not be refunded or adjusted under any circumstances.

(2)
The feed paid by a candidate who has not been admitted to the National Examination shall be refunded to the candidate along with a letter explaining the reasons as to why he was not admitted to the national examination. 

30. 
Examination Results
(1)
a)
The Bureau shall announce the results of the successful candidates at the 
National Examination immediately after the Examination Board has conveyed 
its recommendation and display  it on the Website (s) address (es) mentioned 
in the prospectus.

b)
 A list of candidates declared passed at the National Examination shall be notified.
c)
Each candidate shall be individually informed of his results in writing along with a statement of marks obtained by him in the papers in which he has appeared in the said examination.

(2) 
a)
If a candidate on declaration of the results of National Examination is not 
satisfied with the marks given in any paper(s) and feels that there is possibility 
of either omission in marking of any answer(s) or there is possibility of 
mistake in totaling of the marks in any paper(s), the candidate may seek 
verification of all or any paper, for re-totaling and for re-verification whether a
all the answers have been evaluated and given marks, on his submitting an 
application in the appropriate form (Form No.13 of Schedule B), accompanied 
by a prescribed fee, for each paper to the Bureau or Agency within a month of 
the declaration of the results of the said National Examination.  
b)
No request for such verification of paper in terms of clause (a) shall be entertained by the Bureau or the Agency after the expiry of the period of one month after the declaration of results of the national examination. 
c)
A candidate shall be eligible to seek verification of each paper(s) of the said National Examination for one time only.

d)
No request from a candidate for re-evaluation of any answer to a question or question paper or for supply of a copy of the evaluated answer paper shall be entertained. 
e)
The process of verification shall be completed with in a period of one month from the date of receipt of the application by the Agency or Bureau.

f)
The marks obtained by a candidate in individual questions of any paper shall not be supplied.

31.
Joint Examination for Certification of Energy Managers and Energy Auditors 
(1)
The Bureau may decide to conduct a joint National Examination for certification of energy managers under Bureau of Energy Efficiency (Certification procedure for energy managers) Regulations, 2007 and  energy auditors under these Regulations.

(2)
A person who has qualified the national examination for certification of energy auditor under these regulations shall be deemed to have qualified himself as certified energy manager under the Bureau of Energy Efficiency (Certification procedure for energy managers) Regulations, 2007. 
(3)
A person who has written the national examination for certification of energy auditors under these Regulations, and has passed the first three papers namely, - Paper 1, Paper 2 and Paper 3 of the syllabus specified in Schedule A of these Regulations, shall be deemed to have qualified himself for certification of energy manager under the Bureau of Energy Efficiency (certification procedure for energy managers) Regulations, 2007. 
(4)
A person who has qualified the national examination for certification of energy manager under the Bureau of Energy Efficiency (certification procedure for energy managers) Regulations, 2007 or has passed the Paper 1, Paper 2 and Paper 3 of the syllabus specified in Schedule A of these Regulations in any national examination shall be eligible for certification of energy auditor in the year in which he qualifies the Paper 4 of the syllabus specified in Schedule A of these Regulations provided he meets the eligibility criteria specified in regulation 24 for appearing in the national examination for certification of energy auditor. 
32.
Duties and responsibilities of the Agency 

(1)
Where an Agency has been appointed under an agreement with Bureau to conduct the National Examination, it shall ensure that-

a) National Examination is held fairly in accordance with these regulations and examination instructions included in the prospectus;

b) a senior officer from the Agency is appointed or designated as `Controller of Examination’ with the approval of the Bureau, who shall be responsible for the overall supervision and conduct of the National Examination;

c) confidentiality is maintained in the entire examination process;

d) the instructions and directions of the Bureau and the Board of Examination for the purpose of maintaining adequacy and sufficiency of examination are followed by it as well as by officers and staff of the agency deputed for the conduct of the national examination. 
(2)
The Agency shall perform such functions as may be stipulated by the Bureau and Board of Examination. The functions shall include but not limited to:

a)
receive and process application forms from the candidates and register them as per procedures;


b)
recommend panel of experts for setting up of examination papers;


c)
recommend panel of moderators for examination papers;


d)
recommend panel of experts for evaluation of examination papers;


e)
organize printing of examination papers and answer sheets;


f)
conduct the examination;


g)
compile examination results and forward the same for consideration and approval of the Board of Examination.

h)
recommend the names of technical experts to review the syllabus, course material and books for revision, whenever necessary;

i)
recommend revisions in the examination process and the scheme, taking into account the feed back received from candidates.

Review of agreement with Agency

a)
Where the Bureau, whether on the basis of inspection report of the appointed observers as specified in clause (g) sub-regulation 2 of regulation 35 of these Regulation or otherwise form an opinion that the Agency has failed to ensure adequacy and sufficiency of the examination, it shall give notice to the Agency of its intention to review the agreement for conduct of examination.

b)
The Agency shall within one month from receipt of such notice make a representation in the matter.

c)
After considering any representation received from the Agency, the Bureau may decide about the future course of action.

CHAPTER VI

COMMITTEES 

34.
Committees

(1)
Constitution of Committees
a)
For the purpose of accreditation and certification of energy auditors, the Bureau shall constitute a Accreditation Committee, Board of Examination, a Technical Committee, and a Disciplinary Committee.
b)
The composition, functions and the conduct of business by these committees and remuneration for attending the meetings of such committees by their members shall be such as have been defined in regulation 34 of these regulations. 

c)
The Bureau may constitute such other committees as it deems fit for the purpose of strengthening the certification and accreditation procedures.
(2)
Each of the Committee prescribed in sub-regulation (1) including the Board of Examination shall consist of the Chairperson and not more than six other persons nominated by the Bureau. The members shall be drawn from the following - 

a) Industry/ Industrial Associations/ Central Electricity Authority/ Power Utilities

b) All India Council of Technical Education

c) National Productivity Council/ Petroleum Conservation Research Association/ National Power Training Institute/ Universities/ Technical Management Institutes / The Energy Resource Institute etc.

d) Technical and legal experts.

e) Agency 

f) Any other institution

(3)
a)
The Bureau shall nominate the Chairperson of each Committee.

b)
Member Secretary of each Committee shall be an officer from the Bureau or as may be decided by the Bureau.

(4)
Every member of the Committee including the Chairperson shall hold office for such term as may be specified by the Bureau.

(5)
Meetings- (a)
The Meetings of the Committees shall be convened by the Chairperson of the Committees for the purposes of discharging functions assigned to them;


b)
The meetings of the Committees shall be convened at such times as may be necessary or on the written request of not less than two members serving on the Committee at that time;


c)
In the absence of the Chairperson, if the meeting of any of the Committee is required to be convened on emergency situation, a senior person among the members nominated by Chairperson shall act as the Convener and shall take the necessary action;


d)
The Chairperson shall preside over all the meetings of the Committees;


e)
More than fifty percent of the current membership shall form a quorum;

f) 
Each Committee shall have the power to invite experts.  Such invitees shall 
have no right of voting in the meetings


g)
Fee and allowances payable to the Members – The members of the Committees including the Chairperson, while traveling for attending a meeting of the Committee or in connection with any official assignment given to them, shall be entitled to receive a prescribed sum as sitting fee for each meeting and reimbursement of traveling expenses at actual and boarding and lodging expenses as prescribed by the Bureau.
35
Functions of the Committees
(1)
Functions of the Accreditation Committee- The Accreditation Committee shall examine the proposals submitted to the Bureau for grant of accreditation and give its recommendations based on the criteria and weightage prescribed by the Bureau. 
(2)
Functions and Powers of Board of Examination - The Board of Examination, on the basis of the syllabus/curriculum prescribed by the Bureau, shall exercise overall supervision over the conduct of National Examination.  It shall– 

a) review the procedure and the scheme for conduct of National Examination and give its recommendation to Bureau.  

b) approve ‘Controller of Examination’ and other officers responsible for the conduct of examination, panel of experts for examination paper setting criteria for assessment of viva-voce examination, examination papers moderators, paper evaluators, criteria for evaluation of papers and moderation to enable the Controller of Examination to deal with experts directly for conducting the examination;

c) approve the examination results and send its recommendation to the Bureau for declaration of the results. 

d) review the feedback received from the Technical Committee, Agency and the candidates and recommend appropriate measures. 

e) review modifications recommended by Technical Committee/Agency on course books, reference material, etc. 

f) may hear experts and other persons considered competent to advise the Board on any matter concerned with  conduct and scheme of the National Examination.

g) may appoint such number of observers, as it may deem necessary for the purpose of ensuring adequacy and sufficiency of the National Examination.

h) constitute a committee to investigate the matter on receipt of a report that a candidate appearing in the National Examination is reported to have behaved in a disorderly manner in or near the examination hall or attempted to have resorted to unfair means during the examination.  The Committee shall submit a report to the Board of Examination for consideration and decision, provided that an opportunity shall be given to the candidate of being heard before an order adverse to him is passed.

(3)
The Technical Committee shall provide support to the Bureau, in the following areas: 
(i) Syllabus/ curriculum for the National Examination,
(ii) Study/ training material, course books and updates to such materials
(iii) Such other areas as may be assigned by the Bureau.

 (4)
Functions of the Disciplinary Committee - The Disciplinary Committee shall investigate the complaint made against any accredited energy auditor and    certified energy auditor submit its report to the Bureau for consideration and decision.

CHAPTER VII
MISCELLANEOUS

36.
Establishment of Procedure for Accreditation, Certification of energy auditors and maintenance of a list of Accredited Energy Auditors
(1) 
Until any other procedure is established the Bureau shall- follow the procedure for Accreditation, Certification of Energy Auditors, and maintenance of a list of Accredited Energy Auditors, as laid down in these regulations. It shall accordingly- 

(i)
accord accreditation under sub regulation (6) of regulation 4 of these regulations to energy auditor who fulfils qualification criteria prescribed in regulation 3 of these regulations, and has been, on the basis of the evaluation  made by the Accreditation Committee under sub regulation (3) of regulation 4 of these regulations, recommended for the purpose.

(ii)
accord certification to energy auditors under sub regulation (1) of regulation 6 of these regulations declared qualified through National Examination conducted under regulation 22 of these regulations. 
 (iii)
accord temporary accreditation to persons in the business of energy audit for a prescribed period as may be decided from time to time by the Bureau under regulation 6 of these regulations. 

(2)
The Bureau shall in future develop and establish procedures for accreditation certification of energy auditors and maintenance of a list of accredited energy auditors by a process of consultation with designated consumers, industrial associations, and other stakeholders through duly constituted committees provided aforesaid.   
(3)
The Bureau shall also review, amend and revise the procedure so established through the same process of consultation.

 (4)
The Bureau may also appoint an Agency for the conduct of National Examination.

(5)
If any National Examination for certification of Energy Auditors has been held by the Bureau before the notification of these regulations, it shall be deemed to have been conducted under these regulations.

37.
Affixing common seal


a)
The Bureau shall have its own common seal to be affixed on certificates and other instruments in support of the certification of energy auditors and accreditation energy auditors.


b)
The common seal shall be kept in the custody of the Secretary.

38.
Method of payment of fees

a)
All fees specified in these Regulations shall be paid to the Secretary, or such other person authorized in this behalf by way of crossed Demand Drafts payable at New Delhi drawn in favour of Bureau of Energy Efficiency ; or in such other manner as the Bureau  may direct. 

b)
Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-regulation (a), the Bureau may authorize the Agency to collect such fees as may be prescribed on its behalf.

39.
Supply of Forms

Where under these Regulations any form is required to be obtained from the Secretary, the same shall be supplied on request, by the Secretary or any other officer of the Bureau or any Agency authorized by the Bureau in this behalf, upon payment of such fee, as may be prescribed by the Bureau, from time to time.
40.
Issue of duplicate certificates/identity card

(1) Where an accredited energy auditor has lost the certificate and/or identity card issued by the Bureau, the Bureau may, on an application made in this behalf, duly supported with a copy of First Information Report lodged with the concerned police station, issue a duplicate certificate/identity card, on receipt of such fee as may be prescribed by the Bureau.

(2) Where any certificate and/or identity card issued by the Bureau is damaged, the Bureau may on an application made in this behalf, issue a duplicate certificate on receipt of the prescribed fee and on return of the damaged certificate and/or identity card.

41.
Certified/Accredited Energy Auditors to supply information

(1)
For the purpose of Bureau’s or State Designated Agencies publications or any other activity the Bureau may require certified/accredited energy auditors to supply – 

a)
information on an annual basis, sectorwise details of energy audit conducted, energy saving potential identified and achieved; and


b) 
such additional information as it considers necessary apart from information sought in Form 1 or Form 11 of Schedule B, as the case may be, to fulfill its mandate under the Act.
(2)
The Bureau shall have the right to make available such information, as is obtained under sub-regulation (1) of this regulation, to the general public to fulfill the mandate under the Act. 

(3)
Every certified/ accredited energy auditor shall intimate to the Bureau any change in his postal address within 30 days of the change.

(4)
Every certified energy auditor, who files an application for accreditation shall be the contact person for supply of information to the Bureau and the State Designated  Agency. He shall be responsible for accuracy of the information supplied to them.
42.
Proof of service of notice

All notices required by the Act or these Regulations to be given to Accredited/Certified Energy Auditor shall be forwarded by post to such postal address as may be last registered with the Bureau, and for proving that such notice has been given, it shall be sufficient to prove that such notice was properly addressed and posted.

43.
Powers to remove difficulties

If any difficulty arises in giving effect to the provisions of these regulations, the Bureau may, by general or special order do anything not inconsistent with the provisions of the Act which appears to it to be necessary or expedient for the purpose of removing difficulty.

44.
Power to make amendments


The Bureau shall with the previous approval of the Central Government and subject to the condition of previous publication have power to supplement, modify, amend these regulations not inconsistent with the Act or the rules framed there-under.

SCHEDULE – A

EXAMINATION INSTRUCTIONS & PROCEDURES FOR THE CANDIDATES 

[Regulation 4(5)]

1. Candidates should be in attendance at least a quarter of an hour before the commencement of each examination.

2. Except in exceptional circumstances and at the discretion of the Invigilator-in -charge, candidates

i) will not normally be admitted to the Examination Hall if they are more than fifteen minutes late;
ii) will not be permitted to leave the Hall until one hour has elapsed after the time at which the examination began; and

iii) will not be allowed to return to the Examination Hall once they have been permitted to leave the examination hall.

3. Candidates are required to be in possession of their examination admission registration card, which should be displayed on their examination desk. They should not write the registration number on the answer sheet.

4. Bringing unauthorized materials into the Examination Hall is prohibited.  Candidates found in possession of unauthorized material during an examination are liable to disciplinary procedures and serious penalties, including debar from appearing.  Notes, books or other materials except those permitted/carried for the examination should be left outside the Examination Hall or handed to an invigilator before the commencement of the examination. 

5. Candidates should not bring mobile phones into the examination halls.

6. Candidates must ensure to answer the correct paper, check the title of the paper, and read any instructions carefully before commencing.  Queries should be brought to the attention of an invigilator immediately.

7. Invigilators are present in the Examination Hall to ensure proper conduct of the examination and to deal with the problems which may arise.  Candidates are obliged to follow instructions issued by Invigilators.  Any problem should be brought to their attention.  If anything is required during an examination, candidates should call the attention of the invigilator. Under no circumstances should they leave their place.

8. Silence must be maintained in the Examination Hall at all times.

9. No candidate shall aid, or attempt to aid another candidate, or obtain, or attempt to obtain any assistance from another candidate, or communicate in any other way with another candidate in the Examination Hall.

10. In cases of personation, the personator and the personated shall be liable to permanent exclusion from the National Examination.
11. Plagiarism in any form is forbidden.  

12. If the candidate wishes to leave the Examination Hall, the attention of the invigilator must be called and answer book(s} handed over to the invigilator. Candidates will not be permitted to leave the hall during the final ten minutes of the examination period.

13. At the end of the examination, candidates must remain in their seats until their scripts have been collected. Scripts must be handed over immediately on request to an invigilator.  Candidates must ensure that their name, candidate’s registration number and examination number and any other particulars required are written on every answer book.

14. Answer books, rough work paper, whether used or unused, or other supplied material must not be removed from the Examination Hall. Students found to be in possession of such material are liable to disciplinary procedures and serious penalties may be imposed.

15. Smoking is not permitted in the Examination Hall, and smoking breaks are not permitted during the examination.

16. If any candidate shall be adjudged by the Disciplinary Committee  to have violated any of the Regulations of the Examinations, or in  any other way to have acted improperly, 

17. the Disciplinary Committee shall have power to deprive him/her of his/her Examination, or any part thereof and also to publish his/her name as having been deprived of his/her examination, either wholly or in part, for having violated the Regulations of the Examination, and the Disciplinary Committee shall have power, subject to appeal, to exclude him/her from the Examination for a period not exceeding two years.

18. The Bureau reserves the right, where circumstances so demand it, to change the times appointed for holding examinations
