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The “Energy Conservation Day” was observed on the 14th of December, 2008 at the IISWBM Assembly Hall for the 9th time since the year 2000 when the institute first started observing this day. Shri Malay De, IAS, Chairman of WBSEDCL and WBSETCL  was the President of the session, Dr. R. K. Agarwal, Executive Director in-charge EMD/GD, SAIL, was the Guest of Honour and  Shri Debashish Majumdar, Chairman and Managing Director, IREDA, was the Chief Guest for the day.

More than 100 dignitaries were present at the day-long seminar belonging to different industries, govt. sector and academia. The participating organizations included IREDA, WBSEDCL, WBREDA, USAID and WBSETCL, Jadavpur University, Bengal Engineering & Science University, Geetanjali Solar, ERNST and YOUNG, NU ENERGY, KMC, FOSMI, a number of renewable energy systems amnufacturing companies, etc. Ms Sabnam Lama Tamang started by saying a few words about the Institute and the observance of the day. IISWBM, India’s oldest management education Institute, organized a natioal seminar in 1992 and started the post-graduate course in Energy Management in 1993 at the behest of the Government of India and the industry sector. The students being placed in reputed organizations in home and abroad including USA, UK, Japan and Germany. The Institute conducted more than 100 energy studies and is working in line wih the mission of the Bureau of Energy Efficiency (BEE) and activities of Indian Renewable Energy DevelopmentAgency (IREDA).
The dignitaries were presented with bouquets and Shri Malay De presided over the session. Prof. K.M Agarwal, the HOD of the PSM Department, IISWBM delivered the welcome speech emphasizing on the importance  of energy efficiency and the need to conserve energy.

Right after the welcome speech the President of the session, Shri Malay De, addressed the house. He spoke about using more energy efficient technology like super critical technology to produce electricity from coal. He also mentioned that right kind of tariff signals should be given to the consumers. He also threw light on the fact that in spite of regulatory commission, tariff is still politically controlled in our country and the fact that West Bengal is the only state in India where there is no load shedding. He also spoke about the implementation of the BLY Model. He suggested more rational maintenance of accounts as it is qestioned how some T&D companies in India claim to have one of the lowest T&D loss, better heat rate and yet making loss of thousands of rupees annually.
The Guest of Honour, Dr. R.K Agarwal, then took the stand on the dice and spoke about Clean Development Mechanism. He pointed out one very important thing that our individual contribution to energy conservation can make a lot of difference. Dr. R.K Agarwal strongly advocated that by switching over to CFL a lot of money can be saved, moreover, this will also bring about a reduction in the thermostat temperature. In his very enlightening speech he made us aware of the harmful effects of futile consumption of energy.
Shri Debashish Majumdar, the Chief Guest of the day, appreciated everyone’s dedication towards energy conservation as this day was observed with great zeal in spite of 14th December being a Sunday. He pointed out the fact that in India about 25% of power generation is from renewables but this form of energy is scattered all over the country. This energy needs to be gathered and organized. He praised the role of West Bengal in the matter of promoting Renewable Energy and quoted someone as rightly saying ‘Solar Bangla’ in that regard. Mr Majumdar also emphasized on the fact that solar water heaters must be used, this solar water heating concept is already a huge success in places like Bangalore and Pune. He informed the house about the need and development of a Renwable Energy Act in the country. 
Shri Debashish Majumdar, the Chief Guest of the day, released India’s first Energy Conservation Diary – a concept and design by Dr. B. K. Choudhury, coordinator and Assistant Professor, who also pioneered th organisation of the entire programe. The final year students of Energy Management extended hands-on support to prepare the diary, which also includes some proceedings of the programme and tips for renewable energy use and energy conservation, presented by the Energy Management Department and sponsored by IREDA. The first year students to great enthusiasm in organisational activities. For example, Ms Sabnam Lama Tamang, a first year student of Energy Management, play the role of anchor and she received appreciation from several corners for nicely conducting the session.

After the dignitaries had made their speech awards were presented and awardees were felicitated. The AEE Chapter Awards were handed over by Shri Malay De to the recipients. The AEE Chapter Award for Energy Professional Development was awarded to Shri Srinivasan Padmanaban, Senior Advisor, USAID, New Delhi. The AEE Chapter Award for Corporate Energy Management was awarded to IREDA, Chairman and Managing Director Shri Debashish Majumdar. Shri  Anjan Majumdar was awarded the AEE Chapter Award for Energy Engineer of the year and, also, he also received the AEE Life Membership Certificate. The AEE Chapter Award for Energy Manager of the year was awarded to Shri Arghya Mukherjee. Shri Malay De was awarded with AEE Chapter Award for Energy Administrator of the year and the award was given by Prof. K.M Agarwal. The AEE Chapter Award for Community Service was awarded to AEE India Chapter  by Shri Debashish Majumdar which was received by Dr. Chinmoy Jana on behalf of AEE India Chapter.
Students were also given AEE International Students’ Scholarship Award. These awards were handed over by Shri R.K Agarwal. This year four AEE International Students’ Scholarship Awards were given to Mr. Sudipta Paul, Mr. Anupam Bhaumik, Ms. Shayeri Das, students of IISWBM, currently pursuing PG Diploma in Energy Management and the fourth award was given to Ms. Priyadarshini R. of Tamil Nadu Agricultural University, currently pursuing B. Tech in Energy and Environmental Engineering.
This was followed by handing over of the AEE Membership certificates to the students of Energy Management, IISWBM. Dr. B.K Choudhury, Assistant Professor and Coordinator of the Energy Management Department, IISWBM then gave the vote of thanks. In his concluding remarks he thanked all the distinguished dignitaries for being present and making the seminar a colossal success. He specially thanked IREDA for sponsoring this programme.
Before the commencement of the technical presentations there was a 15 minutes break for refreshment. The technical presentations, Chaired by Shri S.P Gon Choudhuri , were made by Shri S. C. Bhattacharya, Shri S Padmanaban and Shri Anjan Majumdar. Shri S.C. Bhattacharya spoke on the importance of Energy Efficiency and Renewable Energy for Indian Industry. He emphasized the need for renewable energy use and energy efficiency particularly in industry sector not as a matter of choice but as only way and last chance for avoiding the ireparable environmental hazards which may turn lethal to the human civilization. Shri S Padmanaban made his presentation on strategic options and programs for Energy Efficiency in India and nicely demonstrated the synergy between energy and water particularly in the matter of sutainability. Shri Anjan Majumdar made his presentation on the benefits of Energy Efficiency and Renewable Energy. He showed successful use of upcoming systems and technolgies such as solar water heaters, LED for street-lighting, LED T5, etc. After the three distinguished guests had made their presentations there was an open house session followed by a sum-up by Shri C.R. Bhattacharya. It was also pointed out that the track record, capacity and mission of IISWBM make it ideally suitable for more such programmes and participating in setting-up the Centre of Excellence on Energy Management on relevant issue in near future. This marked the end of the seminar.
